Introduction:

Although I'm sure this has been done many times, | had never seen this before,
and when | did this, | found it very enlightening.

Below is a list of Jesus' miracles as recorded by the writers of the New Testament of the
Bible, listed in what might be the chronological order the miracles were performed. Click
on an item below to get a summary about that miracle. The miracles are chronologically

arranged according to what some scholars believe they occurred. This list also includes

two important miracles that involved Jesus — His virgin birth and the resurrection.

This information is provided in two forms.

The first format is simply a list of the miracles along with maps indicating where the
miracles occurred in chronological order according to the list. In some cases, the
Gospels provide very accurately what city or other location these events occurred, but in
many cases, it must be projected from a previous point or back-tracked from a future
point. Often, the writer states upon departing a given, Jesus and his disciples went
through “many cities and villages” until another data point is provided.®

Following the numbers of the miracles indicate the path Jesus and His disciples too in
their travels throughout Israel as it existed at that time. To assist this “walk-through”,
several colors are used to indicate phases of these travels.

- ayellow line traces miracles 1 through 6.

- A green line traces miracles 7 through 16

- Alight blue line traces miracles 17 through 22

- Alight red line traces miracles 23 through 34

Scripture references and comments are not provided in this section in an effort to keep
this section as simple as possible. However, titles are hyperlinked to the Biblical text.

Secondly, following the initial list, is a table with more information in four columns. The
1% column is the same number of the miracle as in the first list. The 2" column is the
Scripture reference. The 3™ column is the text from the referenced passage of the
Gospels and the 4™ column contains notes or minor comments. Most of these are from
the same website, http://aboutbibleprophesy.com, but a few are my own.

In both, the titles of the miracles are hypertext linked to the source of this information,
http://aboutbibleprophecy.com. Just click on the title to open the referenced webpage.'




Additionally, the list and the rows of the matrix in the table are hypertext linked to each
other.? Clicking on the numbers of the list or the matrix rows will take you to the other.

All Scripture cited is from the NIV because that is what my primary references used.

Born of a virgin:

“This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah came about: His mother Mary was
pledged to be married to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found to
be pregnant through the Holy Spirit. Because Joseph her husband was faithful to the
law, and yet did not want to expose her to public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce
her quietly.

“But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream
and said, "Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife,
because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son,
and you are to give him the name Jesus, because he will save his people from their
sins."

“All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: "The
virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel" (which
means "God with us").

“When Joseph woke up, he did what the angel of the Lord had commanded him and
took Mary home as his wife. But he did not consummate their marriage until she
gave birth to a son. And he gave him the name Jesus.”

“On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus' mother was there,
and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine
was gone, Jesus' mother said to him, "They have no more wine."

"Woman, why do you involve me?" Jesus replied. "My hour has not yet come."

His mother said to the servants, "Do whatever he tells you."

Nearby stood six stone water jars, the kind used by the Jews for ceremonial
washing, each holding from twenty to thirty gallons.

Jesus said to the servants, "Fill the jars with water"; so they filled them to the brim.
Then he told them, "Now draw some out and take it to the master of the banquet.”
They did so, and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned
into wine. He did not realize where it had come from, though the servants who had
drawn the water knew. Then he called the bridegroom aside and said, "Everyone
brings out the choice wine first and then the cheaper wine after the guests have had
too much to drink; but you have saved the best till now."

When he inquired as to the
time when his son got better, they said to him, "Yesterday, at one in the afternoon,
the fever left him."

And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years. She had
suffered a great deal under the care of many doctors and had spent all she had, yet
instead of getting better she grew worse. When she heard about Jesus, she came up
behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, because she thought, "If | just touch
his clothes, | will be healed." Immediately her bleeding stopped and she felt in her
body that she was freed from her suffering.

At once Jesus realized that power had gone out from him. He turned around in the
crowd and asked, "Who touched my clothes?" "You see the people crowding

Then a man named Jairus, a synagogue leader, came and fell at Jesus' feet,
pleading with him to come to his house because his only daughter, a girl of about
twelve, was dying. As Jesus was on his way, the crowds almost crushed him.

Wﬁile Jesus was still speaking, someone came from the house of Jairus, the
synagogue leader. "Your daughter is dead," he said. "Don't bother the teacher
anymore."

Hearing this, Jesus said to Jairus, "Don't be afraid; just believe, and she will be
healed."

When he arrived at the house of Jairus, he did not let anyone go in with him except
Peter, John and James, and the child's father and mother. Meanwhile, all the people
were wailing and mourning for her. "Stop wailing," Jesus said. "She is not dead but
asleep."

They laughed at him, knowing that she was dead. But he took her by the hand and
said, "My child, get up!" Her spirit returned, and at once she stood up. Then Jesus
told them to give her something to eat. Her parents were astonished, but he ordered
them not to tell anyone what had happened. (Luke 8:41-42, 49-56, NIV)

house, a woman suffering

Healing a man who was crippled for 38 years

One who was there had been an invalid for thirty-eight years. When Jesus saw him
lying there and learned that he had been in this condition for a long time, he asked
him, "Do you want to get well?" "Sir," the invalid replied, "I have no one to help me
into the pool when the water is stirred. While | am trying to get in, someone else goes
down ahead of me."

Then Jesus said to him, "Get up! Pick up your mat and walk." At once the man was
cured; he picked up his mat and walked.

The day on which this took place was a Sabbath, and so the Jewish leaders said
to the man who had been healed, "It is the Sabbath; the law forbids you to carry your
mat." But he replied, "The man who made me well said to me, 'Pick up your mat and
walk.'" So they asked him, "Who is this fellow who told you to pick it up and walk?
The man who was healed had no idea who it was, for Jesus had slipped away into
the crowd that was there.

Later Jesus found him at the temple and said to him, "See, you are well again. Stop
sinning or something worse may happen to you." The man went away and told the
Jewish leaders that it was Jesus who had made him well.

So, because Jesus was doing these things on the Sabbath, the Jewish leaders
began to persecute him. In his defense Jesus said to them, "My Father is always at
his work to this very day, and | too am working." (John 5:5-17, NIV)

When Jesus looked up and saw a great crowd coming toward him, he said to Philip,
"Where shall we buy bread for these people to eat?" He asked this only to test him,
for he already had in mind what he was going to do.

Philip answered him, "It would take more than half a year's wages to buy enough
bread for each one to have a bite!"

Another of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, spoke up, "Here is a boy
with five small barley loaves and two small fish, but how far will they go among so
many?"

Jesus said, "Have the people sit down." There was plenty of grass in that place, and
they sat down (about five thousand men were there). Jesus then took the loaves,
gave thanks, and distributed to those who were seated as much as they wanted. He
did the same with the fish.

When they had all had enough to eat, he said to his disciples, "Gather the pieces
that are left over. Let nothing be wasted." So they gathered them and filled twelve
baskets with the pieces of the five barley loaves left over by those who had eaten.
After the people saw the sign Jesus performed, they began to say, "Surely this is

the Prophet who is to come into the world." (John 6:5-14, NIV)

Feeding the 5,000 is one of
an extremely few anything
that was recorded in all 4

Jesus walks on water

Immediately Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead of him to
the other side, while he dismissed the crowd. After he had dismissed them, he went
up on a mountainside by himself to pray. Later that night, he was there alone, and
the boat was already a considerable distance from land, buffeted by the waves
because the wind was against it.

Shortly before dawn Jesus went out to them, walking on the lake. When the
disciples saw him walking on the lake, they were terrified. "It's a ghost," they said,
and cried out in fear.

But Jesus immediately said to them: "Take courage! It is |. Don't be afraid."

"Lord, if it's you," Peter replied, "tell me to come to you on the water."

"Come," he said.

Then Peter got down out of the boat, walked on the water and came toward Jesus.
But when he saw the wind, he was afraid and, beginning to sink, cried out, "Lord,
save me!"

Immediately Jesus reached out his hand and caught him. "You of little faith," he
said, "why did you doubt?"

And when they climbed into the boat, the wind died down. Then those who were in
the boat worshiped him, saying, "Truly you are the Son of God." (Matt 14:22-33,
NIV)

Healing a deaf man with a speech impediment

Then Jesus left the vicinity of Tyre and went through Sidon, down to the Sea of
Galilee and into the region of the Decapolis. There some people brought to him a
man who was deaf and could hardly talk, and they begged Jesus to place his hand
on him.

After he took him aside, away from the crowd, Jesus put his fingers into the man's
ears. Then he spit and touched the man's tongue. He looked up to heaven and with
a deep sigh said to him, "Ephphatha!" (which means "Be opened!"). At this, the
man's ears were opened, his tongue was loosened and he began to speak plainly.
Jesus commanded them not to tell anyone. But the more he did so, the more they
kept talking about it. People were overwhelmed with amazement. "He has done
everything well," they said. "He even makes the deaf hear and the mute speak." (
Mark 7:31-37, NIV)

Great crowds came to him, bringing the lame, the
blind, the crippled, the mute and many others, and laid them at his feet; and he
healed them. The people were amazed when they saw the mute speaking, the
crippled made well, the lame walking and the blind seeing. And they praised the
God of Israel.

Jesus called his disciples to him and said, "I have compassion for these people;
they have already been with me three days and have nothing to eat. | do not want
to send them away hungry, or they may collapse on the way."

His disciples answered, "Where could we get enough bread in this remote place to
feed such a crowd?"

"How many loaves do you have?" Jesus asked.

"Seven," they replied, "and a few small fish."

He told the crowd to sit down on the ground. Then he took the seven loaves and
the fish, and when he had given thanks, he broke them and gave them to the
disciples, and they in turn to the people. They all ate and were satisfied. Afterward
the disciples picked up seven basketfuls of broken pieces that were left over. The
number of those who ate was four thousand men, besides women and children.
After Jesus had sent the crowd away, he got into the boat and went to the vicinity
of Magadan. (Matt 15:29-39, NIV)

"Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath or not?" But they remained silent. So taking hold
of the man, he healed him and sent him on his way.

Then he asked them, "If one of you has a child or an ox that falls into a well on the
Sabbath day, will you not immediately pull it out?" And they had nothing to say.
(Luke 13:10-13, NIV)

The ascension of Jesus Christ

In my former book, O Theophilus, | wrote about all that Jesus began to do and to
teach until the day he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions through the
Holy Spirit to the apostles he had chosen. After his suffering, he showed himself to
these men and gave many convincing proofs that he was alive. He appeared to
them over a period of forty days and spoke about the kingdom of God. On one
occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this command: "Do not
leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard
me speak about. For John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be
baptized with the Holy Spirit."

So when they met together, they asked him, "Lord, are you at this time going to
restore the kingdom to Israel?"

He said to them: "It is not for you to know the times or dates the Father has set by
his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you;
and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to
the ends of the earth."

After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, and a cloud hid him from
their sight.

They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going, when suddenly two
men dressed in white stood beside them. "Men of Galilee," they said, "why do you
stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you
into heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven."
(Acts 1:1-11, NIV)

Jesus ascended into heaven
40 days after he had been
resurrected. During those 40
days he appeared to his
followers and continued to
teach them.

The book of Acts was written
to a person named
Theophilus (Acts 1:1). The
name “Theophilus” means
"lover of God", "loved by
God" or "friend of God." His
exact identity is unknown.
Some believe he was a
wealthy relative of Caesar
or, that he was the
benefactor who paid for
Luke's Doctor Degree; still
others that he was a
pseudonym for someone
who wanted to remain
anonymous; or Luke wanted
to keep his identity secret
because of potential
persecution.
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What then 1s the Bottom Line to Jesus’
miracles for everyone subject to His name?

believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.

“'This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but people loved
darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil. * Everyone who
does evil hates the light, and will not come into the light for fear that their
deeds will be exposed. * But whoever lives by the truth comes into the light,

so that it may be seen plainly that what they have done has been done 1n the
sight of God.
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
