RECORDS SHOW THAT FAMILIES NAMED NEWBY RESIDED IN SURREY COUNTY, VIRGINIA IN THE EARLY 1700’S. IN CHESTERFIELD AND LANCASTER COUNTIES, VIRGINIA IN THE MID-1700'S, AND IN CULPEPPER, FAUQUIER AND ISLE OF WIGHT COUNTIES, VIRGINIA IN THE 1780'S.

LISTS A JOHN NEUBY (SPELLED AS SHOWN) ON SWIFT CREEK. SWIFT CREEK RUNS THROUGH CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA.

IF YOU ARE DRIVING NORTH TOWARD RICHMOND, VIRGINIA ON INTERSTATE HIGHWAY I-85 YOU WILL CROSS OVER SWIFT CREEK ON ONE OF THE HIGHWAY BRIDGES. THE NAME OF THE CREEK IS SHOWN ON A MARKER, AS ARE MOST RIVERS AND STREAMS THAT YOU PASS OVER; DRIVING OUR INTERSTATE HIGHWAY SYSTEM.

IN THE SWIFT CREEK AREA OF CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA THERE IS A NEWBY ROAD, A NEWBY BRIDGE ON SWIFT CREEK, AND A NEWBY CROSSROAD" A SCRIMMAGE WAS FOUGHT AT NEWBY'S CROSSROAD DURING THE CIVIL WAR. I HAVE DRIVEN DOWN NEWBY ROAD BUT DID NOT IDENTIFY THE OTHER PLACES. BUT NEITHER DID I STOP AND ASK ANYONE AS IT WAS RAINING, ON THE DAY I WAS THERE. THE HISTORICAL SOCIETY WAS NOT OPENED ON THE DAY T WAS THERE.

THE FIRST CENSUS IN THE UNITED STATES WAS TAKEN DURING THE 1780'S AND PUBLISHED IN 1790. THE CENSUS LISTED 47 NEWBY FAMILIES. 2 FAMILIES 

IN PENNSYLVANIA, 19 FAMILIES IN VIRGINIA AND 26 FAMILIES IN NORTH CAROLINA. THE CENSUS OF THE NEWBY FAMILIES IN VIRGINIA SHOW DATES OF 1782, 1783 AND 1785. THE CENSUS DID NOT LIST ALL THE FAMILY MEMBERS BY NAME, IT ONLY NAMED THE HEAD OF THE FAMILY. ALL THE OTHER FAMILY MEMBERS WERE LISTED BY AGE GROUP AND SEX. THE CENSUS SHOWED THERE TO BE 202 NEWBY'S IN THE 47 FAMILIES LISTED. THE CENSUS DID NOT BEGIN LISTING FAMILY MEMBERS BY NAME UNTIL 1850.

ACCORDING TO THE 1790 CENSUS, ALL BUT ONE NEWBY FAMILY LIVING IN THE STATE OF VIRGINIA RESIDED IN THE COUNTIES OF CHESTERFIELD AND LANCASTER. A THOMAS NEWBY WAS LISTED AS RESIDING IN THE ISLE OF WIGHT COUNTY. THIS CENSUS WAS DATED 1782. THE CENSUS SHOWED THIS THOMAS NEWBY TO BE THE HEAD OF A HOUSEHOLD OF FIVE (5) PEOPLE AND FIVE (5) SLAVES. THERE IS A CHANCE THAT THIS THOMAS NEWBY COULD BE OUR THOMAS NEWBY. BUT COULD NOT NOT VERIFY. 1782 WOULD HAVE MADE OUR THOMAS NEWBY ABOUT 24 YEARS OF AGE. HE WAS BORN ABOUT 1758 THE BEST I COULD ASCERTAIN FROM MILITARY RECORDS. HE HAD BEEN IN THE ARMY FOR THREE YEARS, 1777-1780. HE HAD ENLISTED IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA. SO IT IS POSSIBLE THAT HE COULD HAVE MARRIED IN SOME COUNTY OTHER THAN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA. ALTHO I COULD NOT FIND A 

MARRIAGE CERTIFICATE IN ANY COUNTY OF VIRGINIA. IT IS ALMOST A CERTAINTY THAT HIS WIFE'S FAMILY WAS FROM CHESTERFIELD COUNTY,
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VIRGINIA.
(MORE ABOUT THAT LATER) THOMAS NEWBY DOES NOT SHOW UP IN THE CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA TAX RECORDS UNTIL 1788. ONE SON JAMES (OUR LINE) WAS BORN IN 1788 AND ANOTHER SON MATTHEW, WHO CAME TO LIMESTONE COUNTY, ALABAMA; WAS BORN IN 1793.

THE CENSUS WAS TAKEN IN TWO DIFFERENT YEARS. 1783 AND 1785. IT LOOKS LIKE EACH NAME TAKEN IN LANCASTER COUNTY IN 1783 IS REPEATED IN 1785. THAT'S TOO MUCH OF A COINCIDENT.

OF THE ABOVE NAMES I KNOW THAT JOSEPH AND LEVY WERE BROTHERS OF, OUR, THOMAS NEWBY.(MORE ABOUT THAT LATER) THE JAMES NEWBY OF CHESTERFIELD COUNTY IS, I FEEL, THEIR FATHER BUT I CANNOT VERIFY. I ALSO FEEL THAT THE JAMES NEWBY OF LANCASTER COUNTY IS THE FATHER OF THE JAMES NEWBY 7N CHESTERFIELD COUNTY. AGAIN CANNOT VERIFY.

THE 1800 CENSUS WAS COMPLETELY DESTROYED BY FIRE. I WONDER IF THIS HAPPENED WHEN THE BRITISH BURNED WASHINGTON, D.C. DURING THE WAR OF 1812.

ACCORDING TO THE CENSUS TAKEN IN LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGINIA IN 1783 AND AGAIN IN 1785, THERE WAS A JAMES NEWBY LISTED IN EACH OF THESE YEARS" THERE WAS  ONLY ONE JAMES NEWBY ON THE TAX RECORD BOOKS. THERE WAS NO JAMES NEWBY IN ANY RECORD BOOK OF LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGINIA AFTER 1791° JANE NEWBY, WIFE OF THE ABOVE JAMES NEWBY, IS LISTED ON THE LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGINIA PERSONAL PROPERTY AND LAND TAX BOOKS UP THROUGH 1804. AFTER THAT THERE IS NOTHING ELSE ABOUT A JANE NEWBY IN LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGINIA.

THIS INFORMATION INDICATES THAT JANE NEWBY PROBABLY LEFT LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGINIA AFTER 18O4 AND SHOWED UP IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA AT LEAST BY 1812. THIS WILL SHOULD BE LOOKED INTO MORE CLOSELY. THE WILL IS SHOWN IN THE CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA INDEX OF WILLS AS AN ENTRY FOR JAMES NEWBY. (WAS THIS AN INADVERTENT ERROR IN SPELLING JAMES INSTEAD OF JANE?)

ALSO A BROTHER, LEVI, MARRIED A SARAH FERGUSON. WITH THIS INFORMATION, THAT HE SOLD LAND IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA, WHEN DID HE OBTAIN THE LAND? THERE IS NO DEED LISTED IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA. DID HE OBTAIN THE LAND WHEN IT WAS STILL A PART OF HENRICO COUNTY, VIRGINIA? MAYBE A CLOSER SEARCH OF HENRICO COUNTY, VIRGINIA DEEDS SHOULD BE MADE.

THIS WILL ALSO ESTABLISHES THE BROTHERS AND SISTERS OF THOMAS NEWBY. THERE COULD BE OTHERS, AS WILL COME OUT LATER, BUT THESE ARE THE ONLY ONES MENTIONED.

THE WORDING IMPLIED THAT THE COUPLE HAD OTHER CHILDREN BUT THEY ARE NOT NAMED" THERE ARE ALSO REFERENCES TO PHEBE (FARMER?) NEWBY AND LEVI NEWBY CHILDREN OF PATSEY AND WILLIAM NEWBY. NO HUSBAND IS CITED AND IT APPEARS HE WAS DECEASED.

NOW WE KNOW THAT THOMAS NEWBY MARRIED ANNE ATKINS. WE ALSO KNOW THAT PHEBE ATKINS WAS THE MOTHER OF ANNE ATKINS NEWBY. THIS IS WONDERFUL NEWS BUT THE MARRIAGE LICENSES FOR THOMAS NEWBY AND ANNE ATKINS OR PHEBE ATKINS AND HER HUSBAND COULD NOT BE FOUND.

THE FIRST CENSUS IN THE UNITED STATES, PUBLISHED IN 1790, LISTS A PHEBE ATKINS, IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA AS HEAD OF A HOUSEHOLD OF FOUR WITH ONE SLAVE. THIS CENSUS WAS DATED 1782.

TO WILL OF PHEBE ATKINS. SHE WILLED THOMAS AND ANNE NEWBY 100 ACRES OF LAND IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA.

(LATE MARTHA NEWBY), NATHANIEL NEWBY, ELIZABETH NEWBY, JINCEY JACKSON (LATE JJNCEY MANN) AND PHEBE MANN AN INFANT OF TENDER YEARS BY THE SAID ABNER MANN. HER NEXT FRIEND AND SPECIAL GUARDIAN. THE LAWSUIT

IS IN ERROR, AS ELIZABETH NEWSY WAS MARRIED TO CAIN MANN), THIS IS CORRECTED BY AN ENTRY IN ORDER BOOK 21, PAGE 230, 1B16-1818.

JAMES NEWBY, SR. DIED IN 1791 IN LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGNIA. A LAWSUIT WOULD HAVE BEEN FILED IN LANCASTER COUNTY, VIRGINIA IF THIS WAS ABOUT HIS ESTATE.  THIS MUST BE THE JAMES NEWBY, JR. THAT I BELIEVE TO BE HIS SON AND THE FATHER OF OUR THOMAS NEWBY. HE DIED IN CHESTERFIELD COUNTY, VIRGINIA IN 1798.  SEE ORDER BOOK 12, (OUR 

JAMES NEWBY OF ALABAMA SERVED UNDER THE COMMISSIONER, LAWSON BURFOOT DURING THE WAR OF 1812).
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TAX RECORDS SHOW THAT NATHANIEL NEWBY WAS A SON OF THE SAID JAMES NEWBY, JR..  WHY DIDN'T NATHANIEL NEWBY'S NAME APPEAR IN THE WILL OF JOSEPH NEWBY, WHO DIED IN 1810? AND WHO LISTED HIS BROTHERS AS LEVI AND THOMAS NEWBY. THIS IS STRANGE INFORMATION, (THE ABOVE LAWSUIT) SOME OF THE PEOPLE ARE KNOWN BROTHERS AND SISTERS AND SOME ARE NOT. IT IS ALSO STRANGE THAT THOMAS NEWBY IS NOT MENTIONED.  THERE WAS A JAMES NEWBY MENTIONED IN THE LAWSUIT.  COULD IT BE THAT THOMAS NEWBY WAS ALSO KNOWN BY ANOTHER GIVEN NAME?  LIKE JAMES THOMAS OR NATHANIEL THOMAS. VERY CONFUSING...

ABRAHAM NEWBY AND MATTHEW NEWBY WERE BROTHERS.

THIS INFORMATION FURNISHED BY MRS. MAMIE CRUTCHER WALLACE OF ATHENS, ALABAMA. IN NOVEMBER 1972. MRS. MAMIE WALLACE'S ONLY SON "JOHN WARNER WALLACE" MARRIED FRANCES GARTH.

THERE WERE SEVERAL FAMILIES OF CRUTCHERS AND CHEANEYS IN VIRGINIA BEFORE 1700. SOME OF THEM UNRELATED AND SOME OF THEM PROBABLY RELATED TO OUR FAMILY.

THOMAS CRUTCHER WAS THE FIRST OF THAT NAME WE CAN PROVE WAS OUR ANCESTOR. HE WENT FROM MIDDLESEX COUNTY, VIRGINIA, INTO ESSEX COUNTY, VIRGINIA, AND BOUGHT LAND THERE IN 1717. WHEN HE DIED IN 1722 HIS SON, HENRY CRUTCHER, WAS MADE ADMINISTRTATOR OF HIS ESTATE. HENRY CRUTCHER DIED IN ESSEX COUNTY, VIRGINIA IN 1780. HIS SON REUBEN CRUTCHER MARRIED ELIZABETH CHEANEY IN ESSEX COUNTY, VIRGINIA. THEY MOVED TO CHARLOTTE COUNTY, VIRGINIA, IN 1789 AND DIED THERE. REUBEN CRUTCHER IN 1819, AND ELIZABETH IN 1823. THEIR SON, REUBEN CRUTCHER, JR. MARRIED ELIZA McCARGO, DAUGHTER OF ROBERT McCARGO AND REBECCA PORTWOOD McCARGO, IN CHARLOTTE COUNTY, VIRGINIA IN 1815.
